They use special equipment
that sends electricity into the ground. This electricity helps them "see" the

rocks and water far below the surface.

This new method is called geophysics. It works like an underground
camera. Scientists can learn about the hot water systems without
disturbing the beautiful park. They can see how the water moves through

rocks deep in the earth.

This gentle approach protects Yellowstone's natural wonders. Visitors can
still enjoy the hot springs while scientists learn their secrets.
