Fishermen can use these cards
to report what they catch. The cards use computer smarts to make

NASA Tests New Power System for Moon

Scientists at NASA are working on something exciting. They are testing a

new power system for future trips to the Moon.

This power system works like a rechargeable battery. It combines
hydrogen and oxygen to make electricity and water. Then it can split the

water back into hydrogen and oxygen to recharge itself.

The best part is that it can do all this work right on the Moon. This means
astronauts could have steady power for their homes and vehicles on lunar

missions.

Dr. Cain says this technology is perfect for the Moon program. It weighs
less than regular batteries but stores just as much energy. This could help

people live and work on the Moon for longer periods.

North Atlantic right
whales swim over 1,000 miles to warmer waters. They travel from cold

November to April, families can spot whales swimming near the coast.

This year brought wonderful news! Twenty-three baby whales were born
during the 2026 season. This is the most babies born since 2009. Each new

calf is very special because these whales are rare.

The mother whales are doing well too. Twenty of the new moms had
babies before. Many hadn't had babies for several years. Now they are

having babies more often, which is very good news.

People spotted about 500 whales during the season. They saw 129
different whales including moms, babies, and other adults. So many whale

families in one area shows the whales are getting healthier and stronger.
